PGIP
Post Graduation Intelligence Program (PGIP)

Eligibility criteria: 
· Have less than 12 years of active federal commissioned service 
· Be an advanced course graduate, Branch Qualified MI CPT 
· Have demonstrated outstanding performance 
· Have tactical MI experience 
· Be available to PCS between June and Sep 05 by meeting PCS stability requirements IAW AR 614-30. 
· Possess a final TOP SECRET clearance with access to special intelligence 
For CONUS tours, officers must complete at least 24 months time on station. For OCONUS tours, officers will be awarded overseas tour credit IAW AR 614-30, Table 7-1, Rules 1 and 2. (Officers must be within 60 days of completion of the prescribed overseas tour except for officers who are curtailed for convenience of the government through no request from or the fault of the soldier.) Applicants with functional areas may compete only by exception due to competing training and utilization requirements.
Application procedures: 
· Submit an informal letter of application, forwarded and endorsed by the chain of command (through the first O-6) to arrive to MI Branch NLT 1 OCT 04. 

· Submit a recent DA Photo
· DA Form 4187 if required (more detail in paragraph below)
· Submit the 2004 Version of the PGIP Application Form
*Letters of recommendation are not required, but generally tend to increase an officer’s competitiveness for selection*
**No sample letters of application or recommendation are available**

Letters of application should state that the applicant meets the eligibility criteria and include a brief synopsis of MI experience and a statement of his/her career objectives. Two letters of recommendation are permitted but are NOT REQUIRED. If a CONUS stability break or foreign service tour curtailment is required, the applicant must also include a copy of the DA Form 4187 that has been forwarded through the applicant's chain of command and appropriate G1/AG to PERSCOM 
Application Timeline:

· 1 October – Deadline for all applications in to MI Branch

· 14 October – PGIP Panel Convenes.

· 1 November  – Selectees and Non-selectees informed

· 15 July – Tentative report date for PGIP program selectees

NOTE: There is also an option to complete the extra three month requirement to gain an accredited Master’s Degree from PGIP. The schoolhouse reserves the actual right to determine which of the PGIP attendees selected in the October panel will be allowed to continue on for the extra three months to complete the grad degree. To apply for this portion of the program, you will be required to submit a 500 word essay and your current GRE scores to the schoolhouse in addition to the materials you already provided to MI branch for the panel.
