SUBJECT:  INFORMATION ON AWARD OF BRONZE STAR MEDAL TO DEPARTMENT OF THE ARMY CIVILIANS

1.  THE PURPOSE OF THIS MESSAGE IS TO PROVIDE INFORMATION REGARDING  AWARD OF THE BRONZE STAR MEDAL TO DEPARTMENT OF THE ARMY CIVILIAN PERSONNEL.

2.  IAW EXECUTIVE ORDER 11046, 24 AUG 62, AS AMENDED BY PUBLIC LAW 106-398, NATIONAL DEFENSE AUTHORIZATION ACT FOR FY01 [TITLE 10, UNITED STATES CODE, SECTION 1133], THE BRONZE STAR MEDAL MAY ONLY BE AWARDED TO A MEMBER OF THE ARMED FORCES IN RECEIPT OF SPECIAL PAY (HOSTILE FIRE/IMMINENT DANGER PAY) UNDER PROVISIONS OF TITLE 31, UNITED STATES CODE, SECTION 310 AT THE TIME OF THE EVENST FOR WHICH THE BRONZE STAR MEDAL IS TO BE AWARED OR WHO RECEIVES SUCH PAY AS A RESULT OF THOSE EVENTS.  ACCORDINGLY, EFFECTIVE 30 OCT 00, THE BRONZE STAR MEDAL MAY ONLY BE AWARED TO MILITARY MEMBERS OF THE ARMED FORCES WHO WERE RECEIVING HOSTILE FIRE/IMMINENT DANGER PAY DURING OR AS A RESULT OF THE RELEVANT EVENTS.

3.  DEPARTMENT OF THE ARMY CIVILIAN PERSONNEL CAN BE RECOMMENDED FOR ONE OF THE HONORARY AWARDS OUTLINED IN CHAPTER 8, AR 672-20, INCENTIVE AWARDS.
