3-10. Uniforms
The Red Cross will prescribe and provide the uniforms to be worn
by the personnel on duty with the Army. In oversea areas and
during field maneuvers in continental United States, oversea and
maneuver commanders may require uniformed Red Cross personnel
to wear items of clothing of the type furnished to military personnel
and/or articles of organizational clothing and equipment. Items of
clothing furnished to Red Cross personnel will be worn with Red
Cross insignia and buttons in lieu of Army insignia and buttons.
