ASSIGNMENTS

1.  There are two general goals which determine your assignment following CCC: meet the manpower requirements of the U.S. Army and provide for the professional development of Field Artillery Officers.  In meeting these goals, Field Artillery Branch has been given specific criteria to determine who goes where.  The criteria is as follows:

    a.  Available Requirements:  Officer strength projections by installation/location determine which units will be made available for each FACCC class. 

    b.  Overseas Tour Equity:  Officers who attend CCC from a CONUS assignment will, in many cases, be assigned overseas.  Officers who are returning from a OCONUS assignment will be assigned to a CONUS location but may request to return overseas if desired.

    c.  Delivery System Time/DS and GS:  FA Branch will ensure any officer whose first assignment was not to a delivery system (cannon, rocket, or missile unit) will be given an assignment to such a unit after CCC.  Any officer initially assigned to a GS unit will be assigned to a location with DS artillery.

    d.  Officer Preference:  Each officer’s preference for assignment will be considered.  Please give careful consideration to your choices.

    e.  Career Development:  Our aim is to broaden the experience of each officer in assignments and duty positions.  
2.  Field Artillery Branch only assigns you to a major command (MACOM), and it is the MACOM’s responsibility to pinpoint you.

3.  Professional Development Courses:  All military education after FACCC is determined by your gaining command.  Follow-on schooling will be approved by the gaining command based on their requirements.
