The Department of the Army announced yesterday Force Stabilization and its two manning strategies that will fundamentally change how the Army assigns Soldiers (officers, enlisted, and warrant) to its warfighting forces. 


These strategies improve combat readiness and provide stability and predictability to Soldiers and their families.  Force Stabilization is a significant step forward in designing a manning strategy that is better postured to support operational commitments.  The days of a peacetime manning strategy that flexes for war are over.
