Year Group Information

1.  
Q:  What is my Basic Year Group?


A:  The Basic Year Group (BYG) is shown on your ORB in Section III (BASIC YR GP).  Your BYG is the fiscal year you entered active duty.  If you have access to TOPMIS II, the query field you would use is FSA (Fiscal Start of Activity).  For example, if you entered active duty 1 Sep 02, your BYG is 2002; however, if you entered active duty 1 Oct 02, your BYG is 2003.

Q:  Why might my Basic Year Group have changed?


A:  A decision was made by PERSCOM to reset the BYG for all officers based on their FSA.  This occurred in Dec 02, and neither Career Managers nor Personnel Officers can change/edit this field.

Q:  What is my Cohort Year Group?


A:  A new field on the ORB is being developed called the Cohort Year Group (CYG).  The projected completion date for this is summer/fall 2003.  The CYG field will be the same as an officer’s Promotion Year Group (PYG).  You should see the tables below to determine your PYG.

Q:  What is my Promotion Year Group (PYG)?


A:  PYG is the management tool utilized by the AMEDD to manage its officer force.  An individual’s PYG is based on their current grade and their date of rank within that grade.

Q:  What is my Primary Year Group?


A:  This term was used interchangeably with Promotion Year Group; however, this term is no longer used.  In other words, there is no such thing as Primary Year Group.

Q:  Why does the AMEDD need PYGs?


A:  Many of our officers enter active duty with constructive credit for entry grade.  These are “non due course” officers.  Most “non due course” officers are health care professionals who have clinical experience in the civilian community.  In other words, they are assessed onto active duty into a rank that is commensurate with the amount of time they have practiced in the civilian sector.  Promotion year groups “level the playing field” between them and due course officers.

Q:  How do I read the Tables?


A:  Using your Active Duty Date of Rank (ADOR), find the row that contains your DOR (using the right hand column within the appropriate table).  For example, a CPT with an ADOR of 1 Jan 00 would use the “Promotion to MAJOR” table and find their “DOR to CPT” in the fourth row down.  Using the “PYG” column this CPT has a Promotion Year Group of 1996, and should go in the Primary Zone for the MAJ’s Board in FY 2006 (using the “BD-YR” column).

Q:  What if my ADOR isn’t listed in a Table?


A:  These tables are based on the current approved 5-year promotion plan.  This plan is updated annually by the Personnel Directorate, OTSG.  The tables will be changed as new promotion plans become approved.  If your ADOR is not listed, you can estimate your PYG or check with your local Personnel Officer or Career Manager.
