Greetings from The Army Personnel Command (PERSCOM),

1. I know everyone is deeply concerned for all our service members fighting overseas, and the ones remaining on high alert guarding the United States during this time of war. Please remember to keep them and our leaders in prayer. For additional ways to show your support, please see the attached article from DOD News about the War on Terrorism. 

2. Identity Theft. 

a. According to the 23 Mar 03 Washington Post, "each year, about 700,000 Americans have their identities stolen, ruining their good credit ratings and often costing thousands of dollars to fix". The article advised that American Express has joined the Federal Trade Commission to issue a free brochure with tips on how to avoid identity theft. To order one, you may visit www.pueblo.gsa.gov or call 1-888-878-3256 and ask for Dept 80". Meanwhile, shred all bills, financial statements and credit-card offers before throwing them out; check your bank and credit-card statements monthly; check credit agency reports yearly; and be wary of giving out your Social Security Number.

b. As a reminder, please be sure to advise all the soldiers you transition that our business practices have changed and we no longer suggest that they register their DD Form 214 in their local courthouse. Once it's registered, it becomes a public document and with the easy access to public records via the internet, soldiers can easily become a target to have their identity stolen. Stress the importance of safeguarding the DD Form 214 as one would any other legal document. Remember the " 9-11" terrorists all had stolen identities! 

3. SPD/RE Code Cross Reference Table. Effective 31 Mar 03, the attached table supersedes SPD/RE Code Cross Reference Table dated MAR 01. All DD Forms 214 issued to soldiers with a separation date of 31 Mar 03 or later will reflect these changes. Be sure to double check 214s already prepared for soldiers currently on transition leave and take appropriate action. The following changes are reflected on the 31Mar 03 version:

a. Soldiers that have an Immediate Reenlistment Prohibition Code (IMREPR) (as reflected on TAPDB and EDAS) of "9T" will now receive RE code "3". 

b. SPD code JKK will have RE Code 4.

c. SPD code KCM will have RE Code 3.

d. SPD Codes JCC, KCC, LCC and MCC will have their RE codes determined by the HQDA directive authorizing the separation program.
